Candidates seeking World Languages certification
must also pass the Oral Proficiency Interview through Language Testing International (LTI) with a minimum score of Advanced Low Proficiency. Candidate must pass Praxis Il
Special Education: Core Knowledge and Mild to Moderate Applications to add on the Special Education Mild/Moderate certification.
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
