7. Speakers are connected to the A/V system. If no sound is outputted, ensure the volume on <)))
both the computer and control panel are turned up. Volume up/down buttons are located on
the right side of the control panel. Depending on the source, there may be a third volume
control in the audio/video player on the computer. The mute button mutes both the speakers’ *)
audio and the projector’s video output - “A/V Mute”. Press it again to unmute both.
